Since then, the program has grown in scope and success, serving nearly 2500 Frederick County students through
the Camp CATOCTIN Capers field trips programs. CFA is almost halfway to the goal of using the field trips to
introduce every 4™ grader in Frederick County to the value of National and State Parks as places for education and
recreation.
